2010 CEB-US National Specialty – 1st EVER Lot d’Elevage Class

The 2010 CEB-US National Specialty show will be held September 4th at Wilsall, MT; following several days of field trials.  Once again, this is the perfect opportunity for you to demonstrate the duality of your dog(s) in both field and conformation events on a national level.
 Our esteemed conformation judge is Mr. Jean Carpentey from Villandraught, France.  Mr. Carpentey has been judging field trials for all Continental and British breeds since 1992 and he has been a “Trainer of Judges” for field events since 2006; so he is obviously well qualified to judge our field trials.  He has also been judging EB’s in conformation since 2007 and has judged in all major events in France, (including the upcoming 2010 Nationale d’Elevage in June of this year).  He is also a “Trainer of Judges” in conformation as well.  We are very excited to have Mr. Carpentey as a judge for our event(s).
NOW – to the BIG news . . . .  This year the Show Committee decided to add a NEW class to our event.  Some of you may be familiar with the Lot d’Elevage Class which is conducted at the Nationale d’Elevage in France every year.  This is a highly coveted win and competition is fierce!  As well, the UK holds similar classes [for all breeds] – called the Kennel Club Breeders’ Competition– culminating in the final award at Crufts .  Again – a highly respected win considering the fact that this year there were 56 entries of teams of 4 dogs each, all produced by the same breeder.

So that is what this is all about!  Our Lot d’Elevage Class will consist of entries of a minimum of 3 dogs per team.  You may include more dogs if you have them – but you must have at least 3 dogs on your team.  All dogs must have been produced by the same breeder but do not necessarily have to be related to each other (although that presumably could be highly likely).  The purpose of this class is to judge the CONSISTENCY of the dogs produced by that breeder.  

The teams will be separated by VARIETY, although both varieties will compete in the same class, at the same time.  Therefore – a breeder could have TWO teams entered; i.e. 1 team of all Orange and White dogs, and a second team of all “Other Color” dogs.
Breeders, this is your chance to demonstrate your success at producing dogs consistent in type.  The team dogs may be of both sexes and the minimum age is six months (as in the other classes).  There is no maximum age so this could also be your chance to also showcase that Veteran.  At least TWO of the dogs must have been shown in a regular class.  (Spayed or neutered dogs may be included, but since they cannot be shown in the regular licensed classes – at least two other team dogs will have to have been entered in a regular class.)
Part of the fun of this class is to deck out your handlers in “Team Garb” – i.e. matching shirts, jackets, vests etc.  You may also have a “flag bearer” (or sign if you prefer) posting the name of your team.  (That is optional however.)  Placements will be awarded 1st through 4th; as well as a special trophy will be offered.  The entry fee will be $15.00 PER TEAM (not per DOG)!  Where else can you have this much fun for $15.00?
Our second added class this year, although it is not the first time we’ve offered it, is NOVICE PUPPY.  Everyone LOVES the baby puppies.  Puppies must between 3 months up to 6 months of age on the day of the show.  (Puppies six months of age up to one year must be entered in the regular “Puppy Classes”).  The puppy may be “litter registered” if not yet individually registered with UKC, or may be entered under a Temporary Listing number.  The Entry fee for this class is also $15.00 and placements will be awarded to 1st – 4th place.  If there are not enough entries to divide the classes by color and/or sex – all puppies may compete together.  If, however, there are enough entries to justify splitting the classes the winning puppy from each variety will compete for BEST NOVICE PUPPY.

Both of these Non-Licensed classes will be held following the BEST OF BREED competition –so, even if you are not entering – be sure to plan to stick around to watch these fun classes.
